	Element
	Contains the canonical form of the account number listed in the report. There can be more of than one account-number elements within a report element.

	company-ids
	Element
	Wrapper element that contains one or more company-id elements. This element will appear if the element audience is either “Originator” or “Originator_Receiver”.

	company-id
	Element
	Contains the canonical form of the company-id listed in the report. There can be more of than one company-id elements within a report element.

	content
	Element
	This element contains the report in Base64 encoded format. In order to reproduce the report, the content of this element has to be Base64 decoded.

	file-number
	Attribute
	This is an optional attribute, it will present if there are more than one content elements. It will contain values starting from “1” to indicate the serial number.

	max-file-size-exceeded
	Element
	This element is present if a single report is larger than the set threshold which is currently 2 GB. If this element exists the contents of the above element ‘content’ will be empty.
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
